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COMMUNIQUE ISSUED AT THE END OF THE NATIONAL EXECUTIVE

The Petroleum and Natural Gas Senior Staff Association of Nigeria
(PENGASSAN) met on January 5, 2012 at the National Secretariat to
deliberate on removal of subsidy by the Federal Government.

At the end of its deliberations the following resolutions were reached:

1. NEC~in—-Session condemns the removal of subsidy by the
government through the Executive Secretary, PPPRA as hasty,
illegal and without consultation with other stakeholders.

2. As an affiliate of the Trade Union Congress of Nigeria (TUC), the
NEC in Session fully endorses the position taken by the joint NEC
meeting of TUC and NLC held on Wednesday, January 4, 2012.
